	PSY 526A is the first course in the 526 three-course sequence “Introduction to Media Psychology Research.” The purpose of the sequence is two-fold: 1) to provide students with sufficient understanding of the research process in Media Psychology to critically review its research literature, and 2) to prepare students to engage in advanced study of the particular method and analytic process they intend to employ in their dissertation research.

The 526A course is focused on the production and gathering of evidence for the support of a knowledge claim. The course distinguishes between the evidence used to support qualitative based claims and that used to test quantitative claims.
